                                        Пояснительная записка

     Цель сборника – помочь изучающим английский язык ознакомиться с грамматическим явлением «Косвенная речь» и отработать его на практике.

     Задания сборника включают в себя проверочные и тренировочные упражнения:

- трансформационные упражнения,

- упражнения на исправление ошибок,

- упражнения на грамотное завершение предложений,

- упражнения на перевод с русского языка на английский, а также с английского на русский,

- пересказ диалогов в косвенной речи.

     Разнообразие упражнений позволяет использовать данный сборник в группах разного уровня подготовленности, а также осуществлять разные формы работы с обучающимися.

     При работе с упражнениями по теме «Косвенная речь» возможна обработка и некоторых других грамматических явлений, тесно связанных с использованием прямой речи.

     Данный сборник тренировочных упражнений можно использовать в качестве дополнительного пособия в сочетании с другими, основными учебниками по грамматике английского языка. 

В английском языке существует правило согласования времен в сложноподчиненных предложениях с придаточными дополнительными. Оно заключается в том, что употребление времени глагола-сказуемого в придаточном дополнительном предложении зависит от времени глагола-сказуемого главного предложения. В русском языке согласования времен нет.

Это правило строго соблюдается в случаях замены прямой речи на косвенную, когда в главном предложении сказуемое выражено одним из глаголов, вводящих косвенную речь: to say, to tell говорить, сказать, to ask спрашивать, to answer отвечать, to declare заявлять и т. д.; а также тогда, когда в главном предложении стоят глаголы: to know знать, to think думать, полагать, to believe верить, полагать, to expect ожидать, рассчитывать, to promise обещать и т.п.

Если глагол-сказуемое главного предложения стоит в одной из форм настоящего или будущего времени, то глагол-сказуемое придаточного дополнительного предложения может стоять в любом времени, которое требуется по смыслу. В этом случае правило согласования времен не действует. Например:

	They think (that)– 

Они думают, что
	-he knows English well.- он знает английский хорошо.

-he knew English well.- он знал английский хорошо.

-he will know English well.- он будет знать английский хорошо.


 Правило согласования времен.

Если глагол-сказуемое главного предложения стоит в одной из форм прошедшего времени, то и глагол-сказуемое придаточного дополнительного предложения должен стоять в одном из прошедших времен или в будущем с точки зрения прошедшего (Future in the Past).

Если в главном предложении глагол-сказуемое выражает прошлое действие, а действие придаточного дополнительного предложения происходит в тот же самый период времени (одновременно), что и действие главного, то в придаточном предложении употребляется Past Indefinite или Past Continuous. На русский язык переводится настоящим временем.

	I knew he was ill.
	Я знал, что он болен.

	I thought you were his friend.
	Я думал, что ты его друг.


Если в главном предложении глагол-сказуемое выражает прошлое действие, а действие придаточного дополнительного предложения происходило ранее действия главного, то в придаточном предложении употребляется Past Perfect или Past Perfect Continuous. На русский язык переводится прошедшим временем.

	She said she had been to London.
	Она сказала, что бывала в Лондоне.

	I thought you had left England. 
	Я думал, что вы уехали из Англии.


Примечание: Если в придаточном предложении указано время действия (in 1998, yesterday), то употребляется Past Indefinite, а не Past Perfect:

	I knew you were in the cinema yesterday. 
	Я знал, что ты был в кино вчера.


Если в главном предложении глагол-сказуемое выражает прошлое действие, а действие придаточного дополнительного предложения является будущим с точки зрения действия главного, то в придаточном предложении употребляется Future in the Past. На русский язык переводится будущим временем.

	I thought that you would go to school.
	   Я думал, что ты пойдешь в школу.

	I knew (that) you would understand me. 
	    Я знал, что вы поймете меня.


Примечание: В сложном предложении с несколькими придаточными правило согласования времен соблюдается во всех придаточных предложениях:

	I knew that he had told her that he was writing a play.
	   Я знал, что он говорил ей, что он пишет пьесу.


Указательные местоимения и наречия места и времени также претерпевают некоторые изменения в косвенной речи, что вполне соответствует логике языка: this – that = этот – тот, these – those = эти – те, here – there = здесь – там, now – then = сейчас – тогда, yesterday – the day before = вчера – за день до того, today – that day = сегодня – в (э)тот день, tomorrow – the next (following) day = завтра – на следующий день, ago – before = тому назад – до этого (до того), last week / year – the previous week /year = прошлый год (неделя) – предыдущий год (неделя), next week / year – the following week / year – здесь перевод на русский не меняется = следующий год (неделя) 
One year ago Mike visited his friends in Russia. – Год назад Майк гостил у своих друзей в России. 
Mike said that a year before he had visited his friends in Russia. – Майк сказал, что годом раньше он гостил у своих друзей в России.
Правило согласования времен не соблюдается: 
а)  Если дополнительное придаточное предложение выражает общеизвестное положение, факт, суждение и т.п.

	He knew that metals conduct electricity. 
	Он знал, что металлы проводят электричество.

	Galileo proved that the Earth moves round the Sun.
	Галилей доказал, что Земля вращается вокруг Солнца.
